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What's Happening in Worcester - 2009 Year End Report

It has been an eventful several months for the Township of
Worcester. At the January 4, 2010 reorganization meeting we
welcomed new Supervisor Susan Caughlan to the Board. All
members of the Planning Commission and the Zoning Hearing
Board were reconfirmed in their positions and 3 members of a
new building code appeals board were named.

At the December 16, 2009 Supervisors meeting outgoing
Supervisor John Harris was recognized for his service. During
John’s tenure the township significantly increased the number
of preserved acres, developed portions of the Zacharias Trail,
and continued the tradition of stable taxes. The Supervisors

approved the township budget for 2010 at the meeting and
again, it held the line with no tax increase.

The administration of the township has undergone some
changes as well. On December 16, 2009, the Supervisors
accepted the resignation of the Township Manager. We have
contracted with Keystone Municipal Services for the services of
Mr. Dan Fox, as interim manager. Dan has extensive
municipal experience, having been manager at Caln Township
and Yeadon Borough. The Supervisors have embarked on a
search for a permanent manager and hope to interview
candidates in February and March.

Variety Club Camp and Development Center Helps Children in Need

In the last issue of the Worcester Crier we promised to
highlight another charity in the Township: the Variety Club
Camp, on Potshop Road. In late 2009, the club announced
it was closing the camp until the summer of 2010, due to
economic issues. They hope to raise sufficient funds to
again provide services for children with disabilities later this
year. The Variety Club camp has been active in Worcester
for more than 60 years
and we hope the camp
will be able to continue
providing care for
children with
disabilities.

Variety — the
Children’s Charity has been providing opportunities to
children with disabilities since 1935.

"While we're still able to provide programs supporting
children with physical and developmental disabilities, we're
having to take a closer look at the day to day operations of
this organization’, said John Dougherty, Variety’s
President. ™ We've closed the Variety Club Camp and
Developmental Center for the winter and spring months,
with a renewed focus on fundraising to assure we can re-
open the camp this summer.”

In 1949, Leo and Vera Posel donated their 80-acre farm
on Potshop Road to the Philadelphia Chapter of Variety, to
be used as a camp for underprivileged children and those
with developmental disabilities. Last summer, the Variety
Club Camp and Developmental Center marked its 60th
anniversary at this site. For 30 years, the only activity at the
camp was summer programs. In the 1970s, an indoor gym
and pool were built, which enabled the organization to
expand its offerings and serve more children.

Today, the facility has an expansive campus that
includes cabins, a recreation hall, indoor and outdoor pools,

tennis courts, and a technology room. The camp is usually
open year-round, providing after-school programs, aquatics
lessons, and camping experiences ranging from day camp
to overnight and weekend retreats. It is also home to
Variety’s Autism Resource Center, providing valuable
assistance to parents of children diagnosed on the autism
spectrum.

"Closing the camp was a tough decision, but we
are confident we can count on the community and
Variety's donor base to come through for us right
now”, said Dougherty. "This camp means too
much to too many children and parents to let it sit
idly — unfilled with the laughter and memories it
has provided to thousands of children with special
needs for so many decades.”
